What to learn from Eid-ul-Adha

(A summary of Eid-ul-Adha Sermon, delivered by Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V
(May Allah be his Helper) on August 12th, 2019)

After Tashahud, Ta‘awuz and the
recitation of Surah al-Fatihah,
Hadrat Amirul Momineen (May
Allah be his Helper) recited verse
38 of Surah al-Haijj (chapter 22 of
the Holy Qur’an), the translation of
which is:

“Their flesh reaches not Allah,
nor does their blood, but it is your
righteousness that reaches Him.
Thus has He subjected them to
you, that you may glorify Allah for
His guiding you. And give glad
tidings to those who do good.”
Hadrat Khalifatul Masth (May
Allah be his Helper) then said that
we had gathered here to celebrate
Eid-ul-Adha, or the Eid of sacrifice.
Not only in Mecca, but all over
the world, Muslims would be
sacrificing animals. However, Allah
has explained that although this is
a part of Eid and it is a righteous
deed, if the essence of sacrifice
is not borne in mind during this
practice, then these sacrifices are
worthless. God is not desirous of
the blood of animals, nor is He in
need of this sacrifice. If anyone is
bereft of Tagwa [righteousness],

even if hundreds of thousands
of animals are sacrificed, God’s
pleasure cannot be won.

Allah thus explains that Tagwa is
the actual essence of this sacrifice.
One should be ready to sacrifice
everything for the sake of Allah.
One should be ready to sacrifice a
small thing to attain a much more
exalted goal; one should be ready
to follow God’s commands always.
Through this sacrifice, one should
realise that faith must be given
precedence above worldly affairs.

Huzoor e Anwar (May Allah be
his Helper) explained that if
this Eid of sacrifice does not
draw our attention towards our
responsibilities and obligations,
then it is no more than a festival
and is not a means of attaining
the higher ranks of Taqwa. This
Eid should take us to our actual
purpose and we should not just
be happy in consuming meat and
feeding it to others.

We can only benefit from this day
if we are ready to present our
necks before God, worship Him
as is required, become grateful
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servants of our Lord for turning
us towards Islam and Ahmadiyyat
and for becoming such servants
who are ready to sacrifice our life,
wealth, time and honour for the
sake of the Jama‘at [Ahmadiyya
Muslim Community].

We should pledge to seek Allah’s
pleasure in fulfilling the rights of
our Bai‘at. Once we attain these
objectives, only then can Allah
count us among His loved ones.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper)
narrated a quote of the Promised
Messiah, Hadrat Mirza Ghulam
Ahmad®, in which he said that
Namaz [salat] and Roza [fasts],
if observed without sincerity, are
completely worthless.

Yogis and Sanyasis also have
many spiritual exercises and due
to the extent of their exercises,
their hands become sore due
to constant use. However, the
Promised Messiah® explained
that these exercises and struggles
were such that could not bring nur
(spiritual light) to them. Yes, it may
appear to be a physical struggle in
the way of their faith, but in fact, as



it is an extreme physical exercise,
it takes away from the soul and
becomes an entirely physical
ritual. That is why in the Qur’an,
Allah states:

“Their flesh reaches not Allah,
nor does their blood, but it is your
righteousness that reaches Him.”

Allah does not desire for our
physical endeavours to reach
him, rather the betterment of our
spiritual conditions. The Promised
Messiah® then says that a question
arises that if only the spiritual
conditions reach Him, why then
must we practice such physical
exercises? From dawn to dusk,
why should we fast and torment
ourselves if only the spiritual
conditions are what matter?

The answer is that if there is
nothing occurring physically, then
the spirit cannot be improved. The
various movements in Salat impel
various levels in our spirituality. If
we practice rituals without knowing
what purpose they are serving,
then it is futile.

When  humility is practiced
physically, the spirit also humbles.
With the various actions in Salat,
our soul is taught true humility
before Allah. The hallmark of a true
believer is to follow the commands
of Allah, and to do so, be able to
sacrifice their body and soul in His
way and excel in Taqwa.

Referring to attaining Tagwa
and excelling in spirituality, the
Promised Messiah® said that we
should love Him as if we have died
in His way. Just as we slaughter
animals, we should consider
ourselves slaughtered in the way of
Allah. When anyone’s Tagwa is less
than this, then it is not a sufficient
level of Taqwa. Prophet Abraham,
Prophet Ishmael®? and Hadrat
Hajira™ (Hagar) attained this rank
and made huge sacrifices in the
way of Allah. In their remembrance,
today, Muslims commemorate the
noble examples of sacrifice in an

attempt to attain those levels of
sacrifice. This family did not permit
any believer of any age group or of
any gender to make excuses that
they should be exempted. Young
and old, man and woman, all
presented the highest standards of
sacrifice and this is an example for
us all. Hadrat Hajira®'s response
to Prophet Abraham® was that if
God had instructed him to leave
his family in the desert, then he
should not fret over leaving them
and should follow the command
verbatim. Thus, sacrifices made in
the way of Allah are never wasted,
something which this family
witnessed, and something that
many would later witness. This
noble sacrifice was such that it
remains to this day an example for
us all. Not only this, but in this line,
a noble prophet would appear who
would revive the highest examples
of sacrifice and sincerity — Prophet
Muhammad, peace and blessings
of Allah be upon him.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper)
said that the narration of Badri
Companions™ he is giving
sermons on nowadays shows
that not only men, but women and
children presented the most noble
sacrifices in the way of Islam.
In this age, in the Bai‘at of the
Promised Messiah®, we should
assess whether we have attained
the same levels of piety, or if not
the same, then at least close to
their examples.

By the grace of God, there is a
group from among us who follows
Allah’s commands to the letter
and sincerely tries to improve their
moral and spiritual conditions.
However, there is another group,
unfortunately, that has been
engulfed in worldly pursuits and
materialistic gains. They lack the
true essence of Tagwa.

Regarding the ranks that we should
endeavour to attain, the Promised
Messiahas once said that we
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should ponder over the finest
ways of attaining Allah’s pleasure.
Huzoor® further explained that if
we do not try to improve ourselves
and better even the smallest of
sins, they gradually take us away
from Allah. For example, if we
miss even one Namaz, it gradually
draws us away from higher ranks
of spirituality. At another place, the
Promised Messiah® says that the
Qur’an has explicitly mentioned the
dos and don’ts. God Almighty does
not desire for disorder to spread
in the earth, rather He desires for
unity to lead in the world. Whoever
has an iota of enmity or spite for
their brethren does not allow for
this to happen. Only one who is an
enemy of unity can have hatred for
his fellow beings or wish to cause
them hurt.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper)
prayed towards the end, may
Allah enable us to tread along
the paths of Taqwa, that this day
of sacrifice draws us towards the
true meanings of sacrifice and we
are able to cleanse our soul, attain
Allah’s pleasure and become of
those whom Allah has given glad
tidings to. Huzoor (May Allah be
his Helper) instructed the Jama‘at
to pray for those who have offered
their souls in the way of Allah. May
their progenies always partake
of the blessings of Allah! May
Allah accept the sacrifices of their
progenies also!

We should also pray for the early
and pioneering missionaries who
were sent to Western and worldly
countries for their lofty statuses.
We should also pray that their
progenies always remember their
forefathers’ noble examples and try
to live up to their examples. Those
who offer their time and services
for the Jama‘at and its propagation
should also be remembered in
prayers; may Allah accept their
sacrifices.  Asiran-e-rah-e-Maula
should also be prayed for that Allah



swiftly removes all difficulties from
their way.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper)
then prayed that Allah may also
have mercy upon us all and cover
our flaws and shortcomings. May
each and every one of us increase
in our level of faith! May we
witness the victories of Islam more
than ever before so that we may

witness the true Eid!

Towards the end, Huzoor (May
Allah be his Helper) said:

“Offer these prayers profusely,
increase your levels of faith and
always bear in mind the rights of
your fellow brothers. This is the
lesson that Eid-ul-Adha gives us.
May Allah enable us to act upon it!”

After Khutba-e-Thaniya, Huzoor

(May Allah be his Helper) led
everyone in dua, after which he
extended a hearty “Eid Mubarak”
to all those present and those
celebrating Eid around the world.

The Corona Pandemic
Our Duties and Responsibilities

(An extract from the summary of Friday Sermon delivered by
Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V (May Allah be his Helper)
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After reciting the Tashahud,
Ta‘awwuz, and Surah Al-Fatihah,
Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V (May
Allah be his Helper) stated that
owing to corona virus situation,
everyone in the world is anxious.
His Holinessaba said that
concerned people have been
writing to him and request for
prayers. People are worried about
their relatives and loved ones
with pre-existing conditions as
they are more susceptible to this
virus. His Holinessaba said that in
reality people are confused about
the situation. Moreover, referring
to these very conditions that are
prevalent today, God Almighty
states in the Holy Qur’an: “And
man says, ‘What is the matter with
her [i.e. the earth]?’ [Holy Qur’an,
99:4]

Referring to an address of Hadrat
Musleh Mau‘dd (ra) in 1920, His
Holiness (May Allah be his Helper)
explained that after the advent of
the Promised Messiah ra there

has been a significant increase in
epidemics, earthquakes, famine
and storms in the world. This
signifies that the world is being
admonished to fulfil the rights
of their God and fulfil the rights
of God’s creations. The days of
disasters and epidemics remind
us to raise our commitment to God
and invite the world to recognise
and worship their Creator.

His Holiness (May Allah be his
Helper) then said that some people
say that this epidemic is a divine
sign and we do not need to take
precautions or seek treatment. His
Holiness (May Allah be his Helper)
said that although heavenly and
earthly disasters have increased
after the advent of the Promised
Messiahra, we do not know if this
is a specific sign. In terms of being
a divine sign, His Holiness further
said that this epidemic is not like
the plague which was a divine
sign vouchsafed to the Promised
Messiah ra as a proof of his truth.
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His Holiness (May Allah be his
Helper) explained that it is the law
of nature that during the afflictions
such as epidemics and famines,
divine communities are not entirely
exempt. Believers go through
these afflictions with prayers
while seeking God’s mercy. The
Promised Messiahas said that
he prayed for all his community,
but it is a law of nature that pious
people will also be affected by
epidemics and God Almighty will
judge them according to their
deeds. The Promised Messiahas
further explained this by giving the
example that during Jihad in the
time of the Holy Prophetsa and
his Khulafa‘, though Muslims were
granted victories, some Muslims
were also martyred.

His Holiness (May Allah be his
Helper) explained that at the time
of natural disasters, we should
do our utmost to fulfil the rights
of God and His people. We must
pray with anguish and passion in



order to seek the mercy of God.
His Holiness (May Allah be his
Helper) advised that one should
adhere to the recommended
precautions, show kindness and
compassion to those affected by
the epidemic, but one should not
take any unnecessary risks. His
Holiness (May Allah be his Helper)
advised that people should
not go to each other's homes
unnecessarily, sitidly in parks, and
any exercise should be done close
to home. His Holiness further
stated that one ought to take
caution against any unnecessary
risks and said anything contrary
to this would be ignorant and
not bravery. His Holiness (May
Allah be his Helper) reiterated
the message of maintaining
extreme cleanliness in homes,
observing hygienic practices, and
keeping clothes clean. Along with
physical cleanliness, cleansing

and purification of the heart is also
required. One ought to bring their
deeds in total accordance with the
wishes of God.

His Holiness (May Allah be his
Helper) then further advised the
need of prayers, saying one should
remember that prayer is the most
powerful of means. One ought to
pray with the belief and conviction
that God listens to prayers.
Pray for vyourself, your family,
the community and the whole
of humanity. His Holiness (May
Allah be his Helper) said there
are people, who are adversely
affected by this epidemic; they lack
food, protective equipment, and
treatment of the disease. Ahmadis
help people with providing food and
medical aid, but unfortunately for
doing this humanitarian work, the
opponents make false accusations
against Ahmadis claiming that
they only carry out these works

for vested interests. His Holiness
stated that one should not be
concerned about these allegations
as only God Almighty knows one’s
intentions. His Holiness (May
Allah be his Helper) advised to
focus greatly on prayers; he said
to pray that God enables everyone
to witness the acceptance of their
prayers.

His Holiness (May Allah be
his Helper) cautioned Ahmadi
businessmen to not to overcharge
people in this time of epidemic. He
explained that this goes against
the teachings of Islam which are
empathy for humanity. One ought
to seek Allah’s mercy by looking
after humanity.

RESPONSE TO COVID 19
PANADEMIC

Qiadat Isar is actively working for
the well-being of Ansar brothers
in the wake of COVID-19 Virus
outbreak. Sadr Majlis Ansarullah
along with Q&’id Isar and Additional
Qa'’id Isar are conducting virtual
meetings with Zu’ama of all
the Majalis in Canada with the
directions to reach out to all Angar
brothers across Canada via local
Saigeen and Muntazmeen Isar and
ask them about their well-being
and if they need any help.

In continuation of this campaign,
Qiadat Isar conducted a separate
meeting with Regional Nazimeen

Isar with the same guidance and
also launched a survey to find out
how many Ansar brothers are sick,
elderly or single (living alone) and
how many of them are in need of
help and support. The results from
this survey and action taken are as
follows:

* Number of Ansar
Single: 271

* Number of
Brothers: 1,877

* Number of
Brothers: 1,817

Brothers
Sick  Ansar

Elderly Ansar

* Number of Ansar sick with
COVD-19: 29
* Number of Ansar Brother

Recovered: 17

These brothers were contacted
by Regional Nazimeen Isar,
Local Muntazimeen Isar
and through Saigeen across
Canada. Their well beings
were asked & support was
offered. 17 Ansar living alone,
and 46 Sick Ansar brothers
requested for some sort of
help e.g. Grocery Shopping,
Medical appointments etc. All
Ansar brothers were helped by
department of Isar @ Local &
Regional level or by Zu’ama
Majalis.
13 out of 15 Regions informed
that all the Ansar brothers in their
respective regions have enough
supplies for 2 to 4 months. Rest
of the 2 Regions have reported
that 80% to 90% Ansar families
are prepared for the Emergency.
Efforts are being made to achieve
the target of 100% regarding the
preparedness of Ansar.

A flyer was prepared in the
beginning of March 2020 to provide
Ansar brothers the necessary
information about precautions
and prevention from COVID-19
according to Huzoor Anwar (May
Allah be his Helper!) guidance.
Moreover, high level information
and resources about emergency
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preparedness was also included
in the flyer based on guidance
from Huzoor e Anwar (May Allah
be his Helper!), AMJ Canada and
Canadian authorities.

In the light of instructions from
Huzoor e Anwar (May Allah be his
Helper!), Majlis Ansarullah Canada
has assured the food and supplies
for up to ten thousand people for
three days.

Majlis Ansarullah has set aside
some funds to provide financial
support to families who are in
desperate need. Sadr Sb. Majlis
Ansarullah Canada has formed a
Financial Support Committee to
provide speedy processing and
payments for financial help. So
far Majlis Ansarullah Canada has
offered financial assistance of more
than $13,000 to Ansar Brothers as
well as other Jama‘at members
and their families.

To help Ansar brothers, Qiadat Isar
also prepared a flyer in English
and Urdu which contained the
information of CERB (Government
of Canada’s Support Program).
The flyer explained the eligibility
criteria and instructions on how to
apply for CERB.

14 out of 15 Regional Nazimeen
Isar are fully functioning and are in
contact with their respective local
counterparts in their regions and
reaching out maximum number of
Ansgar brothers.

Upon the request of Qiadat
Isar, The National Department
of Sana’at o Tijarat prepared a
presentation video of Possible
Business Opportunities Due to
COVID19 which was shared with
all the regions.

During the meeting with Regional
Nazimeen Isar, The National
Secretary Sb. Sana’at-o-Tijarat,
respected Mamoon Rasheed Sb.

Muharram and the Love of the Promised
Messiahz for the Holy Prophetsa»

The Tragedy of Karbala

The background to Karbala
revolves around the refusal of
Hadrat Imam Hussain®, the
blessed grandson of the Holy
Prophets®¥, to pledge allegiance
to Yazid, the son of Muawiyah.
Muawiyah had rebelled against
Hadrat Ali, the Fourth of the
rightly guided Khalifas and father
of Hadrat Imam Hussain® and
established his own governance
and declared himself a self-
appointed Khalifa. Before his
demise, Muawiyah appointed
his own son, Yazid, as his heir
apparent. Whilst many Muslims
pledged allegiance to Yazid,
Hadrat Imam Hussain™ and some
other Companions had rejected
this outright. They felt that due
to Yazid's impiety, he was not
worthy, nor possessed the right
to the Khilafat. The true Khilafat
was not a dynasty where the son
would automatically become the
heir apparent. Rather, the true
Khalifa was chosen by God, albeit
through the will of the people.
Thus, Muawiyah and Yazid were
trying to establish a despotic rule
in the guise of Khilafat.

Hadrat Imam Hussain(ra)
eventually set off for Kufa in Iraq
on the beckoning of around 18,000
people who had written letters
pledging their allegiance to him.
Although Hadrat Imam Hussain™
had indications through visions
and the information received
from others that something was
not right, he set off to Kufa, not
yet fully aware that the people of
Kufa no longer supported him. En
route, Hadrat Imam Hussain™'s
party were confronted by a large
army in Karbala. The enemy

commander said he had been
ordered to detain Imam Hussainra
and his party and demanded they
pledge allegiance to Yazid. Even
though Hussain™ explained to the
enemy commander that he been
beckoned by the people of Kufa,
and that he was even ready to
travel elsewhere, his plea fell on
deaf ears.

The Great Mosque of Kufa, built
in the 7th century, is one of the
earliest Mosques. It is said to
contain the tomb of Muslim bin
Aqil?, cousin of Hadrat Imam
Hussain™, who he sent to Kufa
to investigate the 18,000 people
who had pledged allegiance. Aqil™
was eventually martyred before
he could inform Hadrat Hussain™
regarding the treachery of the
people in Kufa.

On the morning of Ashura (the
10th of Muharram), judgment
day arrived. There were only
approximately 72 people with
Imam Hussain™ against 4000
soldiers. One by one Imam
Hussain®s  Companions fell
fighting the enemy soldiers,
desperately trying to defend Imam
Hussain™@. After, the Ahle Bait
(family of the Holy Prophetsav),
one by one also fell fighting. 20
members of the family of the Holy
Prophet®¥ were killed in the field
of Karbala. Imam Hussain™ fought
valiantly until his last breath, but
he also eventually was martyred.
Horse riders rode forth and
trampled upon the dead body of
Imam Hussain™. Imam Hussain™
had been hit 45 times by arrows,
33 times by spears and over 40
times by sword blows. Hadrat
Hussain™'s head was severed and
sent to Kufa, where the governor
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had it displayed for public view.
This was a tragic day in Islamic
history when the blood of the
noble people of God was shed
in this merciless slaughter. The
people of Kufa also had displayed
ultimate cowardice and hypocrisy.
However, Imam Hussain® had
given his life to uphold the truth,
of this there can be no doubt.
A full account of the events that
transpired at Karbala can be
read in the article we featured
in the January 2011 Edition of
The Review of Religions, ‘Imam
Hussain and the Tragedy of
Karbala.” Here, our purpose is to
depict how true love for the Holy
Prophets?¥, and his family can be
expressed?

Hadrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad®,
the Promised Messiah and Imam
Mahdi, has stated in his writings
that Yazid was an impure worm of
the earth, blinded by the love of
the world; whilst Imam Hussain™
was truthful and provided a pure
model for future Muslims to follow.
Once in the house of the Promised
Messiah™, the incident of Hadrat
Hussain™s martyrdom was being
related. Upon hearing this the
Promised Messiah™ started crying
most profusely, and stated with
immense pain: “Yazid performed
this cruel act against the grandson
of the Holy Prophet*, but God
also rapidly brought His wrath
down upon the oppressors.”

True Expression of Love for the
Holy Prophet(saw)

Each year in the first ten days
of Muharram, Muslims around
the world mourn the martyrdoms
of Hadrat Imam Hussain™, his
family and companions that took



place in the fields of Karbala
over 1000 years ago. Because
many of those martyred on that
fateful day were close family
members of the Holy Prophets,
remembering  Karbala  holds
special significance for Muslims.
Some Muslims take to the streets
and wail excessively, beating
their chests with their hands and
other weapons. They believe that
literally enacting the torment the
family of the Holy Prophetsa" went
through at Karbala is an important
aspect of the commemoration.
Others take part in processions,
specially organised functions
and other events and gatherings
in mosques and halls. However,
within such gatherings numerous
innovations have been introduced
which are far-removed from the
real teachings of Islam. Further,
sectarian violence has become
the norm during this month. Shias
target Sunnis, and Sunnis attack
Shias, resulting in loss of life and
property. These acts are carried
out in the name of God and the
Holy Prophet Muhammads2".

So, what is the correct way for
a Muslim to mourn the events
of Karbala? How can a Muslim
express true love for the Holy
Prophet®* and his family?

In this era the correct method
has been beautifully elucidated
to us by Hadrat Mirza Ghulam
Ahmad® of Qadian, the Promised
Messiah and Imam Mahdi. The
Promised Messiah®’s love for the
Holy Prophet Muhammads®* and
his family was absolute, sincere
and unparalleled. His writings,
books and speeches are replete
with heartfelt affection towards
the Holy Prophets2*. It would take
several books or even more to
suitably depict the true devotion,
the Promised Messiah®* had for
the Holy Prophetsa". Here, we only
provide a glance of that love he
held. He writes:

‘I always wonder how high the
status of this Arabian Prophet was,
whose name was Muhammad,
(thousands of blessings and peace
be upon him). One cannotreach the
limit of his high status and it is not
given to man to estimate correctly
his spiritual effectiveness....He is
the fountainhead of every grace
and a person who claims any
superiority without acknowledging
his grace is not a man but is the
spawn of Satan, because the Holy
Prophetsaw has been bestowed
the key to every exaltation and
he has been given the treasury
of every understanding...] am
nothing and possess nothing. |
would be most ungrateful if | were
not to confess that | have learnt
of the true Unity of God through
this Prophet. The recognition of
the Living God we have achieved
through this perfect Prophet and
through his light. The honour of
converse with God, through which
we behold His countenance, has
been bestowed upon me through
this great Prophet. The ray of this
sun of guidance falls like sunshine
upon me and | continue illumined
only so long as | am adjusted
towards it.”

The Holy Prophet Muhammads=a¥
had foretold that when the moral
state of the Muslims would be at
its lowest ebb; when the Mosques,
although full, would be devoid of
actual worship; when the Qur’an
would be read by Muslims but
without an understanding of its
inner meanings, and when the
Muslim clergy would be the worst
of creation, the Messiah would
arrive. It was exactly in such
circumstances that Hadrat Mirza
Ghulam Ahmad® was raised as the
Messiah and the Mahdi for the task
of rejuvenating the true teachings
of Islam, through explaining the
inner meanings of the verses
of the Quran. He provided
thousands of logical arguments
to corroborate his claim and was
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supported with Heavenly signs
that were displayed in his favour.
He wrote over 80 books, guided by
God, replete with profound insight
into the true, beautiful teachings
of Islam. His writings were based
on his discernment of the hidden
meanings entailed within the
Qur’an as taught to him by God.
As the Hakm and Adl (Judge and
Arbiter) of the time he said that he
had been commissioned by God to
rectify the erroneous concepts that
had entrenched themselves into
Muslim practices and customs, but
not by bringing anything new, for
the Qur’an is the Final and Perfect
Book. As the Promised Messiahas
explains: “Now wunder heaven
there is only one Prophetsaw and
only one Book. The Prophet is
Muhammad***, the Chosen One
who is higher and more exalted
than all Prophets and is the most
perfect of Messengers and is the
Khatam-ul-Anbiya’, and the best
of men by following whom we find
God Almighty and all the veils of
darkness are lifted and the signs
of true salvation are witnessed
in this very life. The Book is the
Holy Qur’an, which comprises
true and perfect guidance and
effectiveness, through  which
knowledge and understanding
of the Divine are obtained and
the heart is purified of human
weaknesses; and being delivered
from ignorance, heedlessness and
doubts, a person arrives at the
stage of complete certainty.’

Thus, the Promised Messiah®
correctedtheerror-strewnpractices
and doctrines of the Muslims
based on the true teachings of
the Qur’an, and the practice of
the Holy Prophets®". And in this
light, his love for the Prophets"
was unmatched. The Promised
Messiah® writes: “That light of
high degree that was bestowed
on perfect man was not in angels,
was not in stars, was not in the
moon, was not in the sun, was not



in the oceans and the rivers, was
not in rubies, emeralds, sapphires,
or pearls; in short, it was not in any
earthly or heavenly object. It was
only in perfect man whose highest
and loftiest and most perfect
example was our lord and master,
the Chief of the Prophets, the Chief
of all living ones, Muhammad,
the Chosen One(saw). That light
was bestowed on this man and,
according to their ranks, upon all
those who bore the same colour
to some degree.... This dignity
was found in its highest and most
perfect form in our lord and Master
and our Guide, the immaculate
Prophet, the righteous one, testified
to by the righteous, Muhammad,
the Chosen One(saw).”

Elsewhere, depicting the miracle of
the Holy Prophets?¥ in transforming
a society of people steeped in
ignorance and moral degradation,
into shining models of piety, the
Promised Messiah* writes: “A
strange and phenomenal event
took place in the deserts of Arabia,
when hundreds of thousands of
dead become alive within a few
days, and those who had been
corrupted through generations
took on Divine colour. The blind
began to see and the tongues
of the foolish began to flow with
Divine wisdom. Such a revolution
took place in the world as no eye
had seen or no ear had heard of
before. Do you realise what this
was? All this was brought about by
prayers during the darkness of the
night of one who had been wholly
lost in God. This created uproar
in the world and manifested such
wonders as seemed impossible at
the hand of the unlettered helpless
person. O Allah! Send down
blessings and peace upon him and
on his followers in proportion to his
concern suffering for the Muslim
Ummah [community of Muslims]
and shower upon him the light of
Thy mercy, forever.”

After the Promised Messiah? the

system of Khilafat—Successor
ship— was established by Divine
Will, in accordance with the
prophecies of the Qur’an and the
Holy Prophet Muhammads®". The
present Head of the Ahmadiyya
Muslim community, Hadrat Mirza
Masroor Ahmad (May Allah be
his Helper), in his Friday Sermon
has explained the best method of
remembering Karbala, in the light
of the profound spiritual knowledge
granted to the Promised Messiah®2.
His Holiness explained that the
best way to remember Karbala is
to send Darud, invoking salutations
and Dblessings upon the Holy
Prophets®¥ and his family, and
to bring about pure reformation
within ourselves. He said that all
Muslims undoubtedly feel sorrow
and grief regarding the incident of
Karbala. But certain Muslim groups
adopt customs which appear
quite extreme in our view. Darud,
however, has been expounded
by the Holy Qur’an, the Traditions
of the Holy Prophets®® have
drawn attention to it, as has the
Promised Messiah, Hadrat Mirza
Ghulam Ahmad?®, Founder of the
Ahmadiyya Muslim community. It is
a most excellent way of professing
love for the Holy Prophetsa¥ and his
family. The Promised Messiah®
said: “One night this humble one
invoked blessing on the Holy
Prophets®¥ to such a degree that
my heart and soul were filled with
its fragrance. That night | saw in my
dream that angels were carrying
water skins full of light into my
house and one of them said to me:
These are the blessings that you
invoked upon Muhammad.”

The Promised Messiah®®’s life was
a true reflection of the life of the
Holy Prophets?¥, because of which,
even the hearts of some of his
fiercest enemies became inclined
towards the true Islam. Hence, the
Promised Messiah® taught that
to express real love for the Holy
Prophet®¥, a true Muslim, along
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with invoking Durud (invoking
salutations/blessings upon the
Holy Prophetsa¥), should strive to
follow the example set by the Holy
Prophets#¥. He or she should obey
all the injunctions given by God, and
endeavour to lead every moment
of his life in the way the Prophetsa¥
did. When a Muslim adopts this
approach, his or her Durud will
emanate from the heart, and he or
she will become a paragon of virtue
and high moral standards. This is
how true love of the Holy Prophetsa*
can truly be expressed, rather than
by holding rallies and introducing
customs and rituals that the Holy
Prophets®¥ never practised. The
excellent behaviour of such a
Muslim would lead people, even
the opponents of Islam, to stand
up and take notice, and praise the
teachings of Islam and the person
of the Holy Prophets2¥ for inspiring
such excellent conduct. Hence,
just as Hadrat Hussain™ and those
with him, stood firmly in the face
of certain death, Muslims should
similarly display this forbearance
and steadfastness in front of
people with Yazid-like natures and
be resolute. Hussain™ expressed
the truth despite facing a huge
army; hence Muslims should
present the truth without regard
for the consequences for their own
persons.

The Promised Messiah® has
explained logically, and through
Divine revelation, the best manner
of expressing love for the Holy
Prophet®¥ and his family. In these
few pages full justice cannot be
discharged in depicting just how
beautifully the Promised Messiah=s
has expressed that devotion. We

spiritual life and who is seated on
the throne of glory and holiness, is
Muhammad, the Chosen Onesav.
The proof of his spiritual life and
holy majesty is that by following
him and loving him we become
recipients of the Holy Spirit and
are favoured with the bounty of
converse with God and witness

heavenly signs.’

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Preaching Trends in Canada

(Muhammad Abdullah, Qaid Tabligh, Maijlis Ansarullah Canada)

In the Holy Qur’an Allah says:
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“Call unto the way of thy Lord with
wisdom and goodly exhortation
and argue with them in a way that
is best. Surely, thy Lord knows
best who has strayed from His
way; and He knows those who are
rightly guided.” (16[Al-Nahl]:126)

Hadrat Sahl bin Sa‘d ra narrates
that the Holy Prophet (may peace
and blessings of Allah be upon
him) said to Hadrat ‘Alira: “By
Allah, if Allah guides a single
person through you, it is better for
you than (the most precious) red
camels.” (Bukhart, Kitabul-Jihad)

To organize a Tabligh Q/A session
with non-Ahmadies, it is important
to acquire active contacts and
thus we must work hard to make
a daian team for every majlis.
After several discussions and
meetings with Regional Nazimen
Tabligh, each majlis must find out
the current active contacts of their
daeen membersfirst, and thenthey
should perform outdoor activities
to increase more contacts. We
have 15 regions in Canada where
most of the Majalis are dependent
of Jama’at activities. Therefore,
we have to focus on the following
task:

° Encourage all  Ansar
to participate in preaching,
establishing personal relations
in their neighborhood and
demonstrate the beautiful Islamic
teachings through our daily
practices.

Due to COVID-19 We may face
some difficulties in the domain
of Tabligh but through prayers
and through some innovative
capacities we may use new means
of Tabligh under the direction of
National department of Tabligh.
By the grace of Allah, after
constant reminders and several
meetings with Nazimin Tabligh on
regional and local level, we have
achieved a remarkable success
in inculcating the importance of
Tabligh. In the domain of Tabligh,
we are fortunate enough to have
the privilege of the direct guidance
of our beloved Imam Hadrat
Khalifatul Masih V (May Allah be
his Helper).

Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V™"
delivered a Friday sermon on
August 28, 1987 where he gave
the following directions: “So
establishing the gardens and
vegetation is the duty of the office
holders and this objective can
never be achieved through simple
instructions or reminders. It will
rather be accomplished through
mutual endeavors and through
reciprocal love. In fact this is an
art and the Holy Quran sheds
light on this art and explains some
universal principles, from which we
must take full advantage. Allah had
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given the responsibility of reviving
the nations to Hadrat Ibrahim. He
served as a conspicuous prophet
of the nations and God the
Almighty told him:

“Through you | will grant a new life
to nations”.

Keeping in mind the above
sayings, we have created a
Canada-wide team which consists
of all Regional Nazimeen Tabligh,
Nazimen Aala and selected
daieen members at the end of
January 2020. We have arranged
weekly Tabligh class and one-
to-one meeting to improve the
Tabligh activities. However, due
to the recent pandemic situation,
we were able to hold all the events
only for the first month and created
areport, which is presented below:

Majlis Ansarullah Canada
Tabligh Activities: (Jan-March)

From January 2020 till March
2020, the Tabligh activities in
Canada were carried out as
previous year’s pattern and the
following results were seen across
Canada:

Quran Exhibition: in Calgary
(January), in Toronto East, Peace
Village Mugami and Regina
(February and March).

Coffee and Cake with Muslims:
There were more than three
programs that were held in
February by Emery Village and
Markham.

Meet your Muslim Neighbor: in
Prairies (Regina) and Calgary.



Tabligh Day (flyer distribution):
in Calgary (Terradale), Prairies
(Regina), and Eastern Canada.

Peace Village Mugami reporting:
Peace Village ansar members
devoted their time regularly,
particularly on every Sundays
to distribute flyers and books at
Jane/Finch Flea Market. This
Book stall is completely monitored
and covered by Majlis Ansarullah
Peace village.

Mr. Ishaque Fonseca, Nazim
Tabligh sahib Eastern Canada,
reported that Majlis Ansarullah
Eastern Canada has been working
on organizing and improving
each Majlis in the region to get
all Ansar members more active
in Tabligh. Cornwall Maijlis has
been regular in having one-to-one
sitting with their Tabligh contacts.
In February, it was targeted for all
Maijalis to start having their own
Question and Answer Session
and Tabligh Classes. Ottawa West
Majlis organized and held their
first Tabligh Class which included
a question and answer session.
Montreal West Majlis combined
with Montreal West Halga held a
question and answer session and
Tabligh Class on February 29. On
February 23 and March 3, Montreal
Maijlis organized two Tabligh Days
in Montreal Metro, where 13 Life
of Muhammad books and various
flyers were distributed and had 12
long discussions on a variety of
religious topics with Muslim’s and
Christian’s of various nationalities.
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Mr. Sarwar Zafar Sahib, Nazim
Tabligh of Calgary Region, reported
that although Majalis Ansarullah did
not independently organize most
of the Tabligh activities, they were
involved actively with Jama’at and
were in constant communication.
Calgary Jama’at held an Interfaith
program on February 8th, at the
Hindu Temple of Krishna, where
the Jama’at presented its view of
Krishna as a prophet. More than
100 Ahmadis participated in this
event.

Future Trend (Ways) of Tabligh
Activities in Canada:

Due to the lockdown which started
in March 2020, all outdoor physical
activities had to be put on hold.
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On April 8, respected Sadr Sahib
formed a special 7 membered
committee of Tabligh which is
responsible for forming new ways
of Tabligh in this critical situation.

By the grace of Allah, the committee
decided the following:

° Any social media use must
be monitored from central Majalis
Ansarullah body (most likely the
mentioned committee), which will
finalize any materials, media clips,
or ideas to promote online.

The first step will be to help
neighbors and friends.

° Various Social media can
be chosen (Facebook and Twitter
in priority), and for that we should
select members from root levels,
who are expert in social media and
can train others for more activities.

When the above proposal was
given to National Majalis Amla on
April 23, respected Sadr Majalis
Sahib approved it with the following
suggestion of National Amla:

Qiadat Tabligh are to work with
Regions on the following points:

° Form a team of Ansar who
are active on social media. Obtain
names of 10 such Ansar from
each region.

° The team will be responsible
for trending all new Tabligh-
related events with the concerted
efforts of Jama’at and Khuddamul
Ahmadiyya;

° The team should also
suggest ways to increase
Ansarullah users for Tabligh
activities and carry out any

trainings, if required.

Furthermore, it is also proposed
that the questionnaire on the Saiq
form (Tabligh portion) must be
amended to as follows:



1. Number of one-on-one
meetings should also include one
to one meeting on social media or
via phone.

2. Number of people under
Tabligh may include contacts on
Social media.

3. Number of Literature
distributed should also include
people reached on social media
with Jama'ati literature or message.

Based on these guidelines, the
following teams are formed for any
future Tabligh activities in Canada,
on social media, or in any other
ways:

1) National Majalis Angarullah
Social Media Committee, in short
NMA Social Media Committee,
formed by respected Sadr
Sahib, who will monitor any new
movement of Tabligh activities in
Canada.

2) Majalis Ansarullah SMT
(social media team members),
which will be formed with Nazim
Tabligh of each region, with at
least 10 members as social media
users.

3) Regional Majalis Angarullah

SMT of each region, headed by
Nazim Tabligh and Naib Nazim
Tabligh (Social media head,) and
whose responsibility is to train
Ansar members to use social
media in Tabligh and add them to
their team (at least 50).

Planned Activities for 2020:

1) With the above guidelines,
we have made two WhatsApp
groups immediately and sent out
messages and emails to regions to
create their regional group as soon
as possible.

3) Majalis Ansarullah Canada
Tabligh department arranged two
online basic training sessions
on Facebook (May 6, 2020) and
Twitter (May 9, 2020) for taking
part on the Tabligh day Twitter
trending.

4) A Facebook page is created
for Tabligh purposes, which will be
launched very soon Insha’Allah, to
publicize other media, clips, etc. as
they are proposed.
