Jama‘at. The contents of the letter, at one hand, describe the objectives of the system of Wasiyyat and eloquently express the vision of Hazrat Musleh
Mau'‘ad™ for the system of Wasiyyat to become the foundation for the promotion of the welfare of humanity on an ever-expanding scale on the other

hand. It is worth reading and is added in this edition for the benefits of members. (Editor)

My Dear Brethren of Americal

As you must all be aware the
Promised Messiah (on whom be
peace) published his testamentary
directions in the document which
is known as Al-Wasiyyat two years
before hisdeath. Thisisadocument
of great importance and must be
carefully studied by every Ahmadi.
| trust all of you have carefully
read its English translation. If the
English translation is not readily
available to you, | request brother
Khalil Ahmad Nasir to translate Al-
Wasiyyat into English with such
assistance from his colleagues
as he may need and to distribute
it to all of you as soon as may
be. | hope that each of you on
studying this document will be
inspired with the eager desire to
participate in the grand scheme
set out therein which is so vital
for the advancement of Islam and
humanity.

When you study this document you
will find that the scheme set out
in it requires each member of the
Movement who wishes to join it to
bequeath in favour of the Central
Ahmadiyya Association one tenth
of his property or an amount in
cash corresponding to one tenth
of the value of his property or if he
owns no substantial property that
he should contribute in his lifetime

one tenth of his weekly or monthly
income to the Central Ahmadiyya
Association for the propagation
of Islam and for the promotion of
human welfare. It is necessary that
the document bequeathing the
property or setting out the promise
in respect of these contributions
should make it clear that the
bequest or contributions as the
case may be are free from all
conditions and limitations and that
the donor or his heirs or executors
will in no circumstances question
the disposal or disbursement of
the property or the income by the
Central Ahmadiyya Association
or by any other authority which
may be set up for carrying out the
purposes and objectives of the
scheme. Once you have studied
the whole document carefully
you will fully grasp its grand
purpose and objective but | also
request Brother Khalil Ahmad
Nasir that he should arrange that
the purpose and objective of Al-
Wasiyyat should be explained
to you by representatives of
the Movement in detail at your
respective centres. In compliance
with the spirit of Al-Wasiyyat
the Ahmadiyya Association of
the United State of America will
arrange for the purchase as early
as may be of a suitable plot of land

in some central locality which may
be dedicated as place of burial
for those who make their wills in
compliance with the conditions set
out in Al-Wasiyyat and the rules
promulgated from time to time by
the Head of the Movement and the
Central Ahmadiyya Association
and Tahrik-i-Jadid.

| am convinced that once this
project is put into effect in the
States, it will quickly gather force
and thousands of your country
men may even millions will in due
course join this scheme and thus
swell the numbers of those who
shall continuously devote their
efforts and substantial portions of
theirincomes and properties to the
objects mentioned in Al-Wasiyyat.
As the number of such sincere
and devoted Ahmadis increases
it may become necessary to
establish similar burial places in
different parts of the country and
this shall be done from time to
time as necessity shall require.
The income derived from the
property so bequeathed or from
the sale thereof and from the
contributions made in this behalf
shall be disbursed as follows:

(@) One half shall be remitted
to the Central Ahmadiyya
Association for the maintenance
of Central institutions and for the




propagation of Islam throughout
the world including the United
States of America where for a long
time to come workers specially
trained at the Centre will continue
to be needed. The two central
institutions responsible for carrying
on the work of propagation of
Islam are the Central Ahmadiyya
Association and the Tahrik-i-
Jadid. The funds to be devoted
out of the said income remitted to
the Centre for the propagation of
Islam in various parts of the world
will be divided between these two
institutions in accordance with
such instructions as may from
time to time be laid down by the
Head of the Movement.

(b) Of the remaining one half,
three quarters will be devoted
to the propagation of Islam in
the States and one quarter shall
be devoted to the promotion of
the welfare of the poorer and
more backward of our brethren
wherever they may be, preference
being given to making provision
for their education and training.
As soon as | receive intimation
through the representatives of
the Movement among you that
a substantial number of you are
eager to join the scheme set out
in Al-Wasiyyat | shall proceed
to appoint a committee for the
purpose of selecting a site for
the first burial ground under the
scheme and for carrying out of the
preliminary work necessary for
putting the scheme into effect in
the United States and for making
provision for the scheme and its
purposes being effectively carried
out in perpetuity.

Every person who makes a will or
promises to make the minimum
contribution under this scheme
will, subject to the bequest
being carried into effect or the
contributions having been duly

remitted, as the case may be,
be entitled to be buried in one of
the burial places dedicated for
this purpose in the States or, in
case he dies in India in the burial
place at Qadian, or, in case he
dies in Pakistan, in the burial
place at Rabwah, if his body is
transported to the site of one of
these burial places at the cost of
his estate and there are no legal
or other impediments in the way
of the fulfilment of this purpose. It
shall, however, be made clear in
the will or in the document setting
out the promise in the respect of
the said contributions, that failure
to comply with this condition
shall not operate to invalidate or
otherwise affect the bequest or
give rise to any claim in respect of
the contributions made. Provision
shall further be made that the
Central Ahmadiyya Association
shall take steps to have the names
of all persons who have joined
the scheme and no whose behalf
its conditions have been fulfilled
inscribed at suitable places in the
burial places at Qadian or Rabwah
and also that these names shall
be inscribed as a record copies of
which shall be made available in
principal Ahmadiyya Centres so
that future generations of Ahmadis
may be prompted to pray for the
souls of their departed brethren
who had devoted themselves and
their substance to the service of
Islam and humanity. It is essential
and full care must be taken that
the carrying into effect of the
whole of this scheme shall be in
accordance with the law of the
United States of America so that
no objection on that score should
at any time operate to defeat
or discount the purposes of this
scheme.

As stated in Al-Wasiyyat this
system will multiply its beneficence

and shall prove the means of the
uplift of all the weaker sections
of humanity and for the spread
of general prosperity and the
promotion of human welfare. Any
system which is based on coercion
or compulsion cannot achieve
the same result. The scheme set
out in Al-Wasiyyat being purely
voluntary and a free qift for the
service of Islam and humanity will
carry with it moral and spiritual
benefits which may be lacking in
any other system. In course of time
country after country will proceed
to adopt this scheme and through
this process God’s name will be
glorified throughout the world
more particularly on behalf of
those who become the recipients
of spiritual, moral and material
benefits under its operation. The
scheme is already in operation in
Pakistan and India.

| hope and pray that the United
States of America may prove
to be the third country to adopt
this scheme and thus lay to
foundations for the promotion of
the welfare of humanity on every
expanding scale. Amen.

“First, all the office bearers should
examine themselves and Amir
Sahib should inspect that 100%
office-bearers should take part in
it [Nizdm-e-Wasiyyat], whether
they are central office-holders
or of auxiliary organization, of
local Jama‘at or of local auxiliary
organizations.”

(Al-Fazl International 5-11 May 2006)

During a meeting with the "Amla
of Lajna Ima’illah Germany, on
December 25, 2006, Hazrat
Khaltfatul Masth V@2 advised:

“You must exhort office-bearers
for Wasiyyat; it’s true that it is not

obligatory for them [Lajna] to take
part in it [Wasiyyat], but then you
are also not bound to appoint them
as office-holders.”

(The daily Al-Fazl January 6, 2007 page 5)

May Allah the Almighty help every
office-bearer to obey our Imam
Hazrat Khalifatul Masih V&2 and
join the Nizam-e-Wasiyyat!

Hazrat Khalifatul MasthithThani, Al
Musleh Mau‘td™ had advised:

“All of you should, therefore, make
your Wills under this system, so that
the New Order may come as early
as possible, and the blessed day
may dawn when everywhere the
banner of Islam and Ahmadiyyat
will be seen flying. To those who
have already made their Wills
| offer my congratulations and
pray that those, who have not,
may be enabled by God to do so,
so that they may also gather for
themselves blessings, material as
well as spiritual. | also pray that this
system may prove of such benefit
to mankind that they should be
compelled to admit that from this
backward and ignorant village of
Qadian, shone forth a light which
dispelled the darkness of the world
and then filled it with the refulgence
of true knowledge, which abolishes
pain and misery, and makes it
possible for the rich and the poor,
the high and the humble, to live
together in affection and goodwill.

We
continuously witness the fulfillment
of grand prophecies which were
foretold by the Holy Prophet
Muhammad*®* and those foretold
by his Messiah, Hazrat Mirza
Ghulam Ahmad®. The Second
Manifestation, Nisha’te-Thania, is
the blessed system of Khilafatwhich
is with us. The progress of Jama‘at
and its members is a clear sign of
this manifestation of God.

The fact is that every Prophet
establishes a New World Order in
his time by raising spiritually dead
people to spiritual life. The Holy
Qur'an speaks about four great
revolutions in human history:

By the Fig and the Olive, and by
Mont Sinai, and by this town of
Security (Al-Tin, 95:2-4.)

“The fig” represents the era of
Adamas?, “the Olive” that of Noah,
“‘Mount Sinai” that of Moses and
“this city of Security” the Islamic
epoch.

In the time of Adam®, the
foundations of human civilizations
were laid (Taha, 20:119-120).
Noah? was the founder of SharT‘a
(Al-Shura, 42:14). In the time of
Moses® the details of SharTa
were revealed (Al-Anam, 6: 155),
while with the advent of the Holy
Prophet Muhammad (Peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him),
the Divine Law became complete
and perfect in all its manifold
aspects, and man attained his
complete intellectual, social, moral
and spiritual development (Al-
Maidah, 5:4).

Out of these four great revolutions
or New World Orders, | will mention
only two: The Orders established
by Prophet Adam? and by the Holy
Prophet Muhammads2"

World Order of Prophet Adam?®s:

“Itis provided for thee that thou wilt
not hunger therein, nor wilt thou be
naked. And that thou wilt not thirst
therein, nor wilt thou be exposed
to the sun.” (Taha, 20: 119-120)

In the kingdom of Prophet Adam?®s,
more than six thousand years

(Dr. Shahab Ahmad, Edmonton)

ago, all basic requirements were
provided to all citizens. | think
that even in this age, the 21st
century ,even the most advanced
countries are not providing these
necessities to all their citizens.

The World Order of Prophet
Muhammadsa":

“In the early days of Islam, the
social and economic teaching of
Islam proved fully equal to the
demands made upon it. The Holy
Prophets@¥ not only insisted upon
simple modes of living; but as
soon as Muslims achieved political
power, history bears witness
that the needs of the poor were
fulfilled from Zakat supplemented
by voluntary subscriptions. In this
connection the Companions used
often to make great sacrifices.
Hazrat Abu Bakr™ on one occasion
contributed the whole of his
property and on another, Hazrat
Usman™ contributed almost the
whole of his belongings, so that in
accordance with this teaching the
needs of the people were fulfilled
according to the requirements of
the age.”

“When during the time of the
Successors of the Holy Prophetsa"
the boundaries of the Islamic
State became wider, the needs of
the poor were fulfilled in a more
organised manner. In the time
of Hazrat Umar™ regular records
were maintained of the whole
population and the necessities of
life were provided for everybody
according to fixed scales. In this
way, everybody, rich or poor,
was adequately provided for and
the means adopted were suited

to the circumstances of those
times. People are apt to imagine
that the principle of providing
the necessaries of life for every
individual has been invented by the
Bolsheviks. This is incorrect.”[1]

Now | quote four great Non-Muslim
scholars who greatly admire the
Order established by the Holy
Prophet of Islam in the Seventh
Century.

1. Michael H. Hart:

“My choice of Muhammad to lead
the world’s mostinfluential persons
may surprise some readers and
may be questioned by others, but
he was the only man in history
who was supremely successful
on both the religious and secular
levels... It is probable that the
relative influence of Muhammad
on Islam has been larger than the
combined influence of Jesus Christ
and St. Paul on Christianity....It is
this unparalleled combination of
secular and religious influence
which | feel entitles Muhammad to
be considered the most influential
single figure in human history.” [2]

2. Jawahar Lal Nehru, A great
thinker, a top leader, and the first
Prime Minister of India:

“It is strange that this Arab race,
which has for long ages has lived
a sleepy existence, apparently
cut off from what as happening
elsewhere, should suddenly wake
up and show such tremendous
energy as to startle and upset the
world. The story of the Arabs, and
of how they spread rapidly over
Asia, Europe and Africa, and of
the high culture and civilization
which they developed, is one of



the wonders of history. Islam was
the new force or idea which woke
up the Arabs and filled them with
self-confidence and energy.” [3]

3. Mahatma Mohandas Karam-
chand Gandhi, the great thinker
and the leader of the War of
Independence for India:

“When the West was sunk in
darkness a brilliant star rose in the
Eastern firmament and gave light
and comfort to a groaning world.”
[4]

4. Thomas Carlyle, the great
historian and writer:

“To the Arab Nation it was a birth
from darkness into light; Arabia
first became alive by means of it.
A poor shepherd people, roaming
unnoticed in its deserts since the
creation of the world: A Hero-
Prophet ( Muhammads*) was sent
down to them with a word they
could believe: see, the unnoticed
becomes world-notable, the small
has grown world-great; within one
century afterwards,...the Great
Man was always a lightning out
of Heaven; the rest of men waited
for him like fuel, and then they too
would flame.” [5]

As long as Muslims adhered to and
practised the Islamic teaching they
remained superior to other nations.
They were leaders and teachers of
the world. This condition continued
in the first three centuries of the
Islamic Era.. Alas! since the fourth
Century they started declining.
First they lost their spiritual and
moral qualities; then they lost their
worldly or material superiority.

Inthis duration so many Movements
came into existence, with the
claim to solve world problems:
economically, socially, etc.

Out of so many Movements, |
examine only the following three
because of their familiarity.

1. Capitalism or Democracy

2. Communism or Socialism

3. United Nations Organization
(UNO)

Capitalism:
A great scholar and author of 32

authentic book, Respected Mirza
Bashir Ahmad comments:

“Capitalism, also called Democracy,
admits that every person has the
right to make individual effort for
the production of wealth and the
right to dispose of his produce the
way he likes. Capitalistic theory
gives free reins to individual right
and allows the concentration of
national wealth in a few hands. No
effective measures are taken to
bridge the wide gulf between the
rich and the poor.” [6]

Not only this. By legalizing interest
system the Capitalist have been
given a free hand to accumulate
as much wealth as they wish. This
is the reason that every day the
rich are getting richer and the poor
poorer.

Communism:

| quote Respected Mirza Bashir
Ahmad™ again :

“‘Communism is a violent reaction
to extreme to Capitalism; in other
words its natural offspring. For
centuries world economy had been
based on capitalistic lines. The
wealth of nations and countries
was concentrating in a few hands,
the majority being wunable to
make both ends meet. Indigence,
want and helplessness were the
concomitants of this system. In its
worst form Capitalism showed in
Russia where the Czarist regime
with its corrupt court and depraved
nobility had reduced the population
to mere serfs who lived to minister
the satisfaction of the low desires
of the upper class of society.” [7]

In short, Communism is a reaction
to Capitalism; it is not established
on proper thinking and planning.
This is the reason that its popularity
all over the world is declining

continuously. In Russia and China
it is surviving on the sentiment of
nationalism, not because of its
teaching.

United Nations Organization
(UNO)

The Second World War started
in September 1939 and ended in
August 1945. In the same year or
in the next, UNO was formed. The
Universal Declaration of Human
Rights was adopted by the General
Assembly of UNO on 10 December
1948. There are 30 items in this
Declaration. The members were
very proud of it and boasted that
they would establish peace and
justice in the world through it. The
world also had high hope from
them, but what happened actually
frustrated the world.

Since UNO cannot meet frequently,
therefore, they also formed a
small council, called Security
Council to meet more frequently,
in order to deal cases submitted
to them. The membership of
Security Council consists of some
permanent members, and other
members by turn. United States of
America (USA), United Kingdom
(UK), France, Russia and China
are permanent members. The
other countries get membership
by turn or rotation. This is the
first dishonesty. On what legal
ground the above mentioned
are permanent members but not
any other country. The second
dishonesty is that any permanent
member of Security Council can
veto the decision of the Council.
What the world can expect from
UNO, whose very constitution is
based upon partiality. The history
of Security Council is witness that
that the permanent members the
Council have always misused their
power. They have nothing to do
with justice; they are interested in
their own advantage. They accept
any resolution if it is their favour
and reject any resolution if it not in



their interest. UNO is not separate
from the Council.

Therefore, Hazrat Mirza
Bashiruddin Mahmid Ahmad®?,
the Second Successor of the
Promised Masih® is fully justified
in his statement:

“l assure you that the New World
Order will not be inaugurated by
Mr. Winston Spencer Churchill or
Mr. Franklin Delano Roosevelt.
Declarations like the Atlantic
Charter will accomplish nothing.
They are full of defects and
shortcomings. New Orders are
always established by Prophets
raised for the purpose by God.
They have no bitterness against
the rich, and no bias for the poor.
They are neither of the East,
nor of the West. They are the
Messengers of God and proclaim
the teachings which furnish the
foundations of peace. Today
also, peace will be established
only through the teachings of the
Promised Masih® the foundations
of which were laid in Al-Wasiyyat
in 1905.” [8]

It is a matter of great pleasure that
after their long experience even
the secular scholars have now
realised the importance of the role
of God in administration. | quote

the renowned Italian thinker,
Mazzini:
“There is no doubt that the

principles of Democracy are good.
This is the only way whereby a
nation can save itself, and maintain
its own government. But what
Democracy can do in a nation,
not united in belief, except to
favour the majority and suppress
the minority. We can be servants
either to God or to humans; it
makes no difference whether it
is democracy or dictatorship. If
there is no Supreme Power over
us what else can protect us from
dominance of majority? If we do
not have a permanent sacred
law, not made by humans, then

what scale do we have to test
this action or decision is right or
wrong. If there is no God in our
lives, then any group in power will
justify the decision. Remember
that any government which does
not follow the Divine law has no
authentic right to rule. The duty
of every government is to execute
the will of God. If any government
fails in performance of this duty
the it is not only our right but to
change such a government.” [9]

But the Merciful God did not forget
His religion (Islam) As promised
in the Holy Qur'an (At-Taubah,
9:33, Al-Fath, 48:29, As-Saff,
61: 7 and 10, and Al-Jum’ah,
62:4), He raised His Holiness
Mirza Ghulam Ahmad® to start
the Renaissance of Islam, who,
under Divine guidance, laid the
foundation stone of Ahmadiyya
Movement in Islam at Ludhiana,
India, on 23rd March 1989. This
was the beginning of the New
World Order. Every person who
joins the Movement commits to
fulfil ten conditions of Bai‘at. In this
short article, | cannot mention all
these conditions; but the essence
of these conditions is.

Aslamto Rabbil Alemin i.e. | have
submitted to the Lord of the worlds.
(Al-Bagarah, 2:132)

Respected Hazrat Maulana
Abdul Rahim Dard™ describes this
Movement:

“It should be remembered that the
scene that were being enacted in
Qadian and the Punjab those days
were by no means local in their
character and significance. They
did not have reference only to the
immediate present. It was not an
ordinary man in a emote village
who was discussing the local petty
topics of the day. Not only was the
subject of Ahmad’s® discourses
of universal significance and
importance but the voice that
was being raised was a voice
that was to grow in strength and

might throughout the world. It was
to gather a force tha the wildest
imagination of his contemporaries
could not conceive. It was to
transform the whole trend of word
events. It was indeed the creation
of a new heaven and a new earth.
Ahmad®* was speaking as the
vicegerent of God in his official
capacity of universal reformer.
His opponents were the voice the
dying faiths of the world.” [10]

As willed and directed by God
the Promised Messiah® lead the
Ahmadiyya Community one step
further. It was 1905, when God
informed Ahmad® several times
that only few years of his life are
left, and also showed him the site
of his grave, then he wrote:

“The site of my grave has been
shown to me. | saw an angel
measuring the land. On reaching
a spot he told me that this was the
place of your grave. Then | was
shown a grave that shone brighter
than silver and its earth was of
silver. Then it was said to me :
This is your grave’. | was shown
a place called Bahishti Magbara
( Heavenly Graveyard). It was
made plain to me that it contained
the graves of the heavenly elders
of the community. Since that time
| have been concerned that the
time | have been concerned that
the community should purchase a
small piece of land to serve as a
graveyard...For this purpose | am
donating a portion of my land which
adjoins our garden. Its price is not
less than one thousand rupees
(of 1905). | pray that Allah may
bless it and that He may make it
a Heavenly Graveyard. May it be
the last resting place for the pure-
hearted people of this Jama‘at ; the
ones who truly give precedence to
religion over worldly matters; the
ones who forsake the love of this
world and become totally devoted
to God; who brought about pious
changes in themselves and who,



like the companions of the Holy
Prophets®¥ were exemplary in their
loyalty and in their truthfulness.
Amen, O Lord of all the worlds. ”
‘| pray again: O my Mighty God,
make this land a graveyard for
those pure-hearted people of my
Jama‘at who have truly become
devoted to Thee. The ones whose
enterprises are not tainted by
worldly considerations. Amen, O
Lord of the worlds.”

“And | pray for a third time: O my
Mighty and Honourable Lord! My
most Forgiving and ever Merciful
God! Give room in this burial
ground to only those who have
true faith in this Messenger; the
ones who hold no rancour or
selfish motives and who are not
mistrustful or suspicious of others;
who fulfil the requirements of
Faith and Obedience; those who
have, to all intents and purposes,
sacrificed themselves in Thy
cause; the ones with whom You
are pleased and who you know to
be totally lost in their love for Thee;
who with loyalty, fullest respect and
open faith maintain a relationship
of love and total dedication to your
Messenger. Amen, O Lord of all
the worlds.”

‘I have been given great tidings
about this graveyard. God has not
only said that it is heavenly,

He has also said: ‘Every kind of
mercy is descending upon it
There is no kind of mercy which the
people buried here will not partake
of. So through subtle revelations,
God has made my heart inclined
to imposing certain conditions
for burial here. Only those who,
because of their truthfulness and
perfect righteousness, fulfil all
these conditions shall be allowed
burial in this graveyard.”

There are three conditions equally
binding:
“The first condition is :

Anyone

wishing to be buried in this
graveyard should, in accordance
with his means, make monetary
contributions to meet the
expenses.  Such contributions
should only be taken from people
who want to be buried here.

The second condition is:  Only
those members of the Community
will be buried here who leave a will
stipulating that one- tenth of their
property is left to the Ahmadiyya
Movement. The Ahmadiyya
Movement will use that property
in its work of disseminating the
message of Islam and propagating
the teachings of the Holy Qur’an.
The truthful and the perfect of faith
will have the option of donating
more, should they so desire, but
not less than one-tenth. ...Further,
the orphans, the poor and the new
converts to this Movement, whose
means of livelihood are limited
may have a share in these funds.
And it is permissible that the funds
be augmented through trade and
commerce.

The third condition is: A person
aspiringto be burialin this cemetery
should be righteous, he should
abstain from all things unlawful
he should not indulge in Shirk
(associating partners with God)
or Bid‘at (harmful innovations),
and he should be a sincere and
straightforward Muslim.

For the righteous person who
owns no property and is unable
to make financial sacrifices — if
it can be shown that his life was
dedicated the cause of his Faith
and that he was righteous, then he
may be buried in this graveyard.”
(1]

Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmud
Ahmad™®, the Second Successor
of the Promised Masih? adds:

“When the System of Wasiyyat
was first instituted, it applied only
to properties and thus affected
propertied class only; but those

for whose benefit this system was
instituted, did not feel any elation
at the thought that the property-
owing members of the community
were to be taxed for their sake. On
the other hand, they felt distressed
on the ground that they were
not allowed to participate in this
system, the reward of which was
God’s pleasure and paradise. They
approached the Promised Masih®
and requested him to device some
means by which they could also
be allowed to participate in the
system. Eventually, under Divine
guidance, he permitted them to
contribute specified portions of
their income for the same purpose.
So, the system that applied only
to the properties owners in the
beginning, larer, at the request of
those who owned no property, was
extended to incomes, and thus, a
portion of current incomes as well
as property began to flow into the
common funds.” [12]

| conclude this article on the
following statement of Hazrat
Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmud
Ahmad™®, the Second Successor
of the Promised Masih3s:

“To sum up, the system of al-
Wasiyyat comprises within itself
the whole social and economic
system of Islam. They are
mistaken who think that the
fund established by al-Wasiyyat
can be used only for the verbal
propagation of Islam. This is not
correct. Al-Wasiyyat contemplates
both verbal propagation and
practical establishment. It no
doubt incudes missionary effort,
butit equally includes the complete
establishment of the system under
which the needs of every human
being should be looked after in
a dignified manner. When this
system attains maturity, it will
provide not only for missionary
work, but will also help to abolish
any want and distress by making



adequate provision for the needs
of all individuals. An orphan will
not have to beg, nor will a widow
have to ask for charity, nor a
needy person to suffer anxiety.
The system will be a mother to
children, a father to youth and will
afford security to women. Under
this system, not by means of
compulsion or coercion, but out
of real affection and goodwill, a
brother will be eager to help his
brother. Nor will such sacrifice
be in vain. Every giver will be
recompensed many times over by
God. The rich will not suffer loss
nor will the poor suffer privation.
Nation will not fight nation, nor
class contend against class. The
system will put everyone under an
obligation.” [13]
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Surely, only those who follow the Book of Allah and observe

Prayer and spend out of what We have provided for them,

secretly and openly, hope for a bargain which will never fail;

In order that He may give them their full rewards, and even

increase them out of His bounty. He is surely Most Forgiving,

Most Appreciating.

(Chapter 35 — Fatir, Verses 30-31)



When | started writing about
my personal experiences with
the system of Wasiyyat or “The
Will’, my mind went back to
almost seventy years, when | had
started reading the Daily Alfazl in
Rabwah. Receiving the Daily Alfazl
newspaper, and then having it read
by all in the family, was a closely
followed tradition. Who else would
get it first but my beloved father,
Late Mirza Wahid Hussain Sahib,
not because he was the one who
had paid for it, so he had the right,
but, being the most senior one.
Many a times he would ask me to
read it for him because his reading
glasses were not nearby.

After him, Iwas the secondin line to
have my turn. Once gone through
the front pages word for word,
the last pages were my favorite.
Those of my age may recall that
the last pages were devoted to the
announcement from the office of
Wasaya providing the names of
those accepted in the system of
Wasiyyat. | would read them all,
word by word, line by line, though
not understanding what it meant,
but fascinated with the technical
description of properties, wealth,
houses; and ladies giving an
account of their gold Jewellery.
When | asked mom and dad
(these are of course modern
terms, at that time Abaa Jee
and Amman Jee), | understood
that the announcements were
published for public knowledge
as those Mussian were declaring
their assets which they had willed
to Jama‘at, a huge sacrifice for the
sake of Islam.

Paying Chanda regularly and that

too ba-sharah (at prescribed rates)
is engrained into our genetics. It is
not a membership fee; but a sort
of deal with God that by paying
this Chanda one is securing one’s
financial future and a way of being
assured that His blessings would
always be there. “Spending in
His Cause” is the key emphasis.
There are no worries about how
the family expenses would be
managed if Chanda is paid. We,
being Ahmadis, understand the
meaning of ‘blessings’ associated
with Chanda. Having stated this,
[, humbly, quote an incident that
is still fresh on my mind. When |
started my job, the first month’s
pay was given to me in cash. It
was in Lahore and the first thing
| did was that | calculated my due
Chanda, paid it to the secretary
finance and placed the rest of the
cash in my pocket. On my way
back to Rabwah, | stopped at
one of my relatives and somehow
forgot the money there. When |
reached home, | put my hand in
my pocket and the cash was not
there. In panic, | told Amaan Jee
what may have happened and
then as one can imagine, all sort
of negative thoughts creeped in
like how the groceries would be
paid, how the fee would be paid.
Suddenly, Amman Jee asked if |
paid Chanda or not and | replied
| had. She, after knowing that,
calmly stated, “then do not worry,
this amount is protected, you will
get it when you go back.” And
that is what exactly happened.
This further strengthen my belief
that paying for the sake of Allah,
protects our financial resources.

(Mohyuddin Mirza, Edmonton)

Now fast forward to March 1995,
when | finally signed my Wasiyyat
form. | do not remember how | got
motivated to do so though there
always were constant reminders
from the Wasiyyat department; but
as they say, everything has its time
and place, so that was my time to
enter in to this blessed system. |
read the booklet “The Will” in detail.
Although the blessings of Allah
had always been with me like it is
with every Ahmadr, yet a strange
sense of contentment came along.
It appeared that | had secured my
future till 1 die (even beyond that
in hereafter), and for my children.
| was not wrong. | would, for the
benefits of readers, list down
some blessings and benefits |
received and am still reaping at
this age. Some benefits may seem
‘worldly’; but | feel that “din” and
“‘danya” are interconnected.

* | learned how to be contended
after giving away 10% of my salary.
Thisisagood suminworldly sense.
The Wasiyyat made me realize
that all the financial resources and
generation of wealth comes from
the use of God given capabilities
and capacities. So, if | start giving
10% of my income, it is a good
deal.

* | truly understood the meanings
of “blessings”. My salary was
my only source of income, no
investments, no business income,
no other sources, and no support.
But | noticed that my job started
surviving all the “restructuring”
by the government and even
when there were cuts in the
salary, never felt any deficiency of
resources to sustain myself and




the family. | never had to reduce
my payments either. Prescribed
Wasiyyat share was paid as a
priority and | noticed when all the
other Chandas were paid, it was
far more than 10% of my income
that gave me a perspective that
real savings were what one had
given for sake of Allah.

* | noticed that my relationships
with Allah further improved after
my contributions to His cause

had improved. In 2008, my
organization was undergoing
another restructuring and an

opportunity came along to retire.
A fear was there that what would
happen after my retirement.
Could we live only on my pension
income? How was | going to
continue to pay the Chanda
Wasiyyat at the same level? The
real anxiety was that | did not want
to reduce the sum | was paying.
The sacrifice always demanded
an increase in the contributions.
So, | started praying urgently
because decision had to be made
within a few days. | realized that
one cannot force God to give a
decision according to one’s will;
but found that Allah always has
His own way which is crystal clear
from the writings of The Promised
Messiah®. The higher the anxiety,
greater is the rate of acceptance
of one’s prayers and answers to

one’s prayers. | got the answer
from the Almighty that | was
protected after retirement. This
has proven beyond any doubt for
me. | am writing these lines after
twelve years of my retirement and
Allah has kept His promise. | never
felt a need to reduce my Wasiyyat
payment, always pay in time and
His blessings are continued on
me.

* Now that payment of Chanda is
via digital means, | feel blessed
that | have learned how to use
the computers. Who knew that
Schedule C of the Wasiyyat would
be filled via digital means and |
could do it? This was a blessing
for an old man that | learnt to use
computers.

* Bestowing of good health is
another blessing. Naturally, | must
be healthy to earn my livelihood,
so Allah keeps on protecting me
from many ailments and in return
| try to keep myself healthy. After
Wasiyyat, my life became more
disciplined, not only physically but
also morally. A musT must follow
a code of conduct; and | try to
do that and that has made me a
better human being.

With the present pandemic,
economic uncertainty and no job
security on our hand, my message
to all is: to invest in a Godly

system, God who is the Provider,
who is the Sustainer and who is
our Creator and owner of all our
resources. Just a few more final
words: | attribute all my so called
“achievements” in worldly matters
to blessings because of the deal
with God, the deal of Wasiyyat.
| would share just one more
example of Allah’s blessings on
me. In 2014, | was inducted into
Alberta Agriculture Hall of Fame
with following descript:

“A visionary scientist, educator,

writer and a friend of the
greenhouse  crops  industry.
Recipient of various awards

from the industry, and the one
worth special mentioning is Dr.
Mohyuddin Mirza Educational
Scholarship”. | am one of the
135 Albertans bestowed with this
honor and | believe this is all due to
blessings of Allah and | associate
it with the Wasiyyat, the Will: The
Divine system for our physical,
moral and spiritual health.

My humble request to every
regular Chanda payer is to
become a masi especially to all
those youngsters who are starting
their careers so that they become
a recipient of the divine blessings
it would bring along!

Never shall you attain to righteousness unless you spend out

of that which you love; and whatever you spend, Allah surely

knows it well.

“Money makes the world go round”
maybe a cliché but is certainly true.
There are four types of capitals
that drive this world, being Moral,
Social, Human and Financial
capital. At the turn of 1990s,
when Jama‘at Canada decided
to build its first mosque — Bai'’t ul
Islam — these four capitals stood
forefront; knocking on the door of
every member. The excellence
of moral capital resulted in
immense financial sacrifice
from a community with very little
resources. The investment of
social capital resulted in thousands
of volunteer hours to counter the
economic shortfall. Such is the
case of any project undertaken by
Jama‘at since inception; or by any
organization looking to improve
the human condition. It is with
this knowledge, that in 1905 the
Promised Messiah, Hazrat Mirza
Ghulam Ahmad® laid the seedling
that is beginning to emerge today
through his publication al-Wasiyyat
(the Will).

In contrast to a contemporary
will, in al-Wasiyyat, the Promised
Messiah® portrayed the beauties of
the Gracious God and established
beyond the shadow of doubt His
attribute of forgiveness and the
immensity of His mercy. He then
provided the following assurance
to the beneficiaries of his will:

“‘Rejoice and be happy that the
field of achieving nearness to
God is vacant and there is no
other competitor. Every nation
is busy loving the world; and to
the things which please God, the
world is paying no attention. Now
is the time that those who wish to

enter this door, mustering all their
strength, should show their mettle
and by doing so win a specially
coveted prize from God.”

Al-Wasiyyat is a marvel of
psychology, in addition to laying
down a system of governance
that can truly be termed as the
New World Order. The purpose
of this Nizam (system) is to build
the moral and social capital of the
members of Ahmadiyya Jama‘at.
The essence of this sacred Nizam
is Tagwa (righteousness).

The four capitals discussed in al-
Wasiyyat form the very basis of
our identity as Ahmadi Muslims.
The very first condition establishes
the conditions of Social, Financial
and Human capitals:

... from among the Jama‘at
only those will be buried in
this graveyard who make a
testamentary disposition that one
tenth of his/her entire property
shall, under the directions of the
Movement, be devoted to the
propagation of Islam and carrying
out of the teachings of the Qur’an.

Then, emphasizing the Social
capital and building on the Moral
capital, the Promised Messiah®
writes:

* ... every such person shall lead
a righteous life and abstain from
all that is prohibited and shall
not do anything that amounts to
association of something with God
or to an innovation in the faith.
He should be a true and sincere
Muslim.

In these two simple conditions lays
the wisdom that forms the brick
and mortar of a responsible future.

Restricting the membership to
those who are righteous and
God-fearing encourages people
to self-evaluate and examine
their behavior, social networking
and their dealing with the society
in general. The condition of
voluntarily donating at least 10%
of their assets speaks volumes
about a person’s ability to sacrifice
their most prized possessions.
Common observation and
research have proven that those
who care deeply about human
condition and contribute to charity,
also care deeply about passing
on the underlying principles or
meanings behind the gesture.
The fact that our beloved Imam,
Hazrat Khalifatul Masthil Khamis
(May Allah be his Helper) regularly
shares stories of financial
sacrifices is proof for this humble
servant of Islam and Ahmadiyyat
about values of sacrifice being
passed through generations.

When all these items come to
play, only then can we look at
establishment of a brighter future.
Where Jama‘at stands today -
in financial terms — is long ways
from the time of the Promised
Messiah®, but in no way are we
in a position to positively influence
the future of this planet, and
indeed, humanity. As nothing can
be accomplished without financial
and human capital, the financial
aspect of this Nizam is of crucial
importance. Colossal tasks
that impact the world cannot be
accomplished with the resources
of any one country. They require
massive amount of capital, for
example eradication of polio.




Polio is a viral-infection, which
predominantly occurs in children.
It can lead to the permanent
paralysis of various body parts
and can ultimately cause death
by immobilizing the patient’s
breathing muscles. An estimated
350,000 children still contract this
disease around the world every
year. With the weight of entire
world behind it, an estimated $20bn
dollars are spent on administering
preventative doses to children all
around the world, every year. ltis
not possible for one organization
or a country to take on this project.

Many nations do undertake human
better projects, but their hidden
motives and self-serving benefits
hinder the outcome. In order to
please the voting base, steps are
taken to help people, but despite
best intentions, results are not
favorable. Take, for example, the
Iraqg war. The declared intent of
the United States and her allies

was to free the people of Iraq from
a draconian dictator; however,
in the process, over three million
lives were lost, infrastructure
was destroyed and a seemingly
unending civil war in the region
spiraled.

The new world order that is
based on the Nizam of al-
Wasiyyat demands a fundamental
change. It demands that a person
becomes self-reflecting, selfless,
empathizing human who willing
shares their wealth to improve
the lives of citizens of this world.
It is not a small task, but one that
is being accomplished, one heart
at a time. It is this task that has
been laid on the shoulders of
those Ahmadi Muslims we call
Masrt (person who has agreed to
the principles of The Will). It is
this task which was addressed by
Hazrat Khalifatul Masthith Thani
in his work ‘The New World Order.’
He writes:

| assure you that the New Order will
not be inaugurated by Mr. Churchill
or Mr. Roosevelt. Declarations like
the Atlantic Charter will accomplish
nothing. They are full of defects
and shortcomings. New Orders
are always established in the world
by Prophets raised for the purpose
by God. They have no bitterness
against the rich, and no bias for
the poor.

They are neither of the East, nor of
the West. They are the Messengers
of God and proclaim the teachings
which furnish the foundations of
true peace. Today also, peace
will be established only through
the teachings of the Promised
Messiah®, the foundations of
which were laid in Al-Wasiyyat in
1905. We should all realize the
significance of Al-Wasiyyat and
remember the fundamentals to
which | have drawn attention in the
course of this address.
